In the "members only" subsections of the forum, only other members can view posted 
material. Members only sections are labelled as such, and are also marked with a pink 
header when open.  

In any section of the site, only share information that you are comfortable sharing. You 
can delete or edit posts or comments at any time, but remember, this is still the internet.
